The main
room, known as the Grand Assembly Hall, occupies the main floor and features hardwood floors,
a fireplace, a grand piano, and a large, covered verandah. One level below, the Rocky Mountain
Climbers' Club, with its original stone walls and fireplace, is perfect for a luncheon or a midsize
meeting. The Meadows Library, located on the same floor, is a quiet board room space appropriate
for smaller meetings. The Larkspur and Bellflower rooms on the top floor are also ideal for small
breakout rooms and other small-group needs.
